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Who we are: AOD Initiative is a team work between individuals and innovative software vendors, closely following technology development in the areas of Art contents access and high quality digital printing. It also include the Hewlett-Packard Art & Science Foundation and its core members in Europe, in particular the C2RMF and the Photographic Database of the Réunion des Musées Nationaux, the Fratelli-Alinari group, and many others. 

Why: 

· Art Contents are everywhere and when billions of web pages are available for search, navigation is still cumbersome and time consuming. Because of the complexity of Art “languages” existing search services are at the same time very useful and misleading. 

· Art Contents are not( yet) as popular as music, however high quality digital technology, mandatory for research, conservation and viewer experience, leave copyright issues and reasonable revenues expectation for Museum and researcher in a vacuum. 

· Museums and Education Institutions are many, all over the world, and very hopefully, independent. Valuable research efforts to standardize contents classifications to facilitate interconnection between each individuals art contents database, global art contents access have been initiated but very little is visible as useable, easy to deploy services.

· There are some very valuable projects and services like AMICO, Art Store, Orpheus, and other U.E funded research programs. However, they all require significant investment and time either because they propose the development of new contents formats or impose to significantly modify existing systems, both issues being costly and time consuming. 

What: GAOD Initiative has both a very practical approach and very ambitious objectives:
· to build a global, distributed  index of Art Contents consolidating websites, Intranet contents, through a single entry point, a user’s oriented software to navigate, discover, extract valuable elements with the source citations and publish , all this embedded in group communication software and services insuring a high level of copyright protection and digital rights management scheme. 

· to propose a secured “print on demand” business model able, if successful, to provide education communities as well as Art interested consumers affordable high quality prints. 

All Art contents publishers are invited to participate in the Global Art On Demand Initiative. All  education institutions could use Art On Demand in their day to day tasks, for teachers as well as pupils or students.

 The purpose of the presentation is the place where we would like to present and discuss how Art Contents could be published and shared in a very short period of time. The service will use a pilot platform, covering  more than 1500 websites, the entire photo collection of the Réunion des Musées Nationaux, a large part of the C2RMF archives and research work, Fratelli-Alinari database, all representing more than 1 Million documents.
