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The present report is a result of a comprehensive interdisciplinary macroanalytical synthesis of legal principles and norms regulating the safeguarding and development of culture, cultural values and cultural activities in Europe in the framework of an integral poly-branch system of European Cultural Law. 

Unlike the previously widely accepted in the doctrine of the existing International law discretional approach this article asserts a systematic approach based on the universal paradigm of culture, universal concept of cultural values and also concept of cultural heritage (patrimony) of the peoples of Europe. 

Thus, the general characteristics and peculiarities of legal regime of cultural values, status of cultural subjects and objects in Europe and also their cultural development is synthetically analyzed not only within the cultural law of the Council of Europe and the cultural legislation of the European Union but also are looked upon as the institutes of regional subsystem of International Cultural Law.
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
