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PROJECT INITIATIVES OF ADIT  (by Kniazeva Natalya)

Is the new digital age the answer to the desires of the cultural heritage scenario (including museums, archives, libraries, natural attractions, local products and so on)? Does it free up new cultural resources allowing unprecedented access for visitors? Do the new technologies really offer anything concrete or are they side-tracking the holders of the nation’s heritage into areas that really have improve benefits? Can the museum and the memory institution in general actually survive in such fast-changing culture?

ADIT considers the correct answers to these questions, finalized to the analysis of the role of technology in the spheres of cultural assets, lean toward the idea that memory institutions should consider new technologies as fundamental instruments of valorization and promotion for themselves and the surrounding territory. 

The initiative projects of ADIT are aiming in two directions: implementing new technologies to the culture of Russian regions and representing Russian culture to European informational space. One of the projects is called “Siberian ADIT”. The problem it is meant to solve is that long distances prevent professionals from North regions  from participation in conferences and other ADIT activities. The financial state of the most of memory institutions doesn’t allow them to arrange that. The way out was invented. It is the idea of organizing special 

“Siberian ADIT” when ADIT committee comes to some Northern city where the specialists from region gather for the occasion. 


Another project (RUSSIAN DIMENSION) was born as a consequence of ADIT participation in European project OPEN HERITAGE. The project works out models of applying new technologies to the Russian regional memory institutions. The aim of the project is twofold. On one hand it provides services for the museum, ranging from network and facility management to promotion. On the other hand it presents the museum as a part of the cultural heritage of a region, thus strengthening the profile of the region and enhancing its attractiveness towards the culture tourist. 


In principle, both projects are dedicated to including Russian regions to the new European social-cultural and economical processes.
