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The aim of this presentation is to give an overview of several ongoing projects that are contributing to the emergence of cultural-scientific collaboratories (in the sense of collaborative online platforms for developing and using cultural-scientific content) in the area of European philosophy, ethics and epistemology. The example used in particular is a series of projects in several countries all over the world focusing on digital repositories of learning content on Sir Karl Popper. In Austria, a network of science archives is emerging where methodological issues of knowledge management in the reconstruction of the history of ideas and the ‘growth of scientific knowledge’ (Popper) are of main importance. Popper’s idea of an open society is also the metaphor for an open (accessible), distributed (networked), interdisciplinary and cross-cultural web of multimedia resources that interlink educational institutions such as schools and universities with heritage institutions such as museums, archives, libraries, and the NGO sector of scientific and cultural associations and interest groups. The presentation will also focus on the achievements of the I-Mass project, where issues of semantic interoperability where tackled in conjunction with the creation of an online exhibition on Karl Popper.
